CONSIDER

1. The of the storm.

Immediately Jesus made the disciples get into the boat and go on ahead of him to the other
side, while he dismissed the crowd. (Mt. 14:22 NIV)

The boat was already a considerable distance from land, buffeted by the waves because the
wind was against it. (Mt.14: 24 NIV)

2. The of the Savior.
[Jesus] went up on a mountainside by himself to pray. (Mt.14:23 NIV)
[Jesus] is at the right hand of God and is also interceding for us. (Rom. 8:34 NIV)

3. The of scripture.
Therefore he is able to save completely those who come to God through him, because he always
lives to intercede for them. (Heb. 7:25 NIV)

4.The of Christ in the storm.

Shortly before dawn Jesus went to them, walking on the lake. When the disciples saw him
walking on the lake, they were terrified. “It's a ghost,” they said, and cried out in fear.
(Mt.14:25-26 NIV)

“Truly, you are the Son of God.” (Mt.14:33 NIV)
